The Organising Committee would like to take this opportunity to extend a warm welcome to all 
participants, media and competitors to come and join The 21st International Rally of Thailand 
2009. 

 
From 26-28 June 2009, Thailand will host The 21st International Rally of Thailand which is also 
the second and the third round of the Thailand Rally Championship 2009 series which is 
organised by Auto Racing Team. This event is to be the Kingdomôs largest motor sport event.  
 
Upon the auspicious occasion, for the seventh year, the Organising Committee has 
been granted the prestigious Kingôs Cup Trophy. 
 
The 21st International Rally of Thailand is to be held on the Eastern Seaboard, which includes 
the three provinces of Pattaya, Chonburi ï Rayong & Chachoengsao. The Ceremonial Start 
will be held on Friday, 26 June 2009, 20:30 hrs. at Walking Street, South Pattaya, Chonburi 
 
South Pattaya Road curves sharply off from Beach Road. This community zone is called 
ñWalking Streetò.  With its recently constructed sidewalk, the street leads tourists to a great 
number of little shops offering differing services including shops selling clothes, sport 
requisites, ornaments and souveniers. Here, there are also numerous bars as well as big 
seafood restaurants, Most of these restaurants are built out extending into the sea to increase 
the atmosphere for diners. This popular entertainment area becomes lively at night-time with 
stalls selling clothes, watches, ornaments, etc, along the sidewalks. South Pattaya looks more 
established and busiest than other zones of Pattaya.  

 
The official start (Saturday, 27 ï Sunday, 28 June 2009) will start from Rally Hotel. The route of 
Day 1 will take place in the north of Rayong, It has 2 locations consisting of 6 special stages 
which is the same as last yearôs, and added to it the new route at Huay Mara, the total distance 
is 113.40 kms. Day 2 will take place in Chachoengsao, located to the east of Bangkok, it is 130 
kms  from Bangkok and has seven special stages in three locations same last year (total 
distance of 80.79 kms).  

 
The route on both days passes through villages and rubber plantations, The roads are smooth 
and fast, wide yet narrow in parts and include the superb gravel road beside the lakes of Nong 
Pla Lai Reservoir.  

 
The 21st International Rally of Thailand 2009 comprises 16 special stages covering 194.19 of 
competitive kilometres and a total of approximately 1,013.55 kilometres over the 2 days. The 
official start will be from Pattaya City and the first Day ends at Rally Hotel (Town in Town 
Hotel). The finish takes the competitors back to downtown at Pattaya Beach. The all gravel 
special stages and mixed surfaced road sections takes you through rural village areas. We are 
certain that both the rallying crew and spectators will be thoroughly entertained by the 
competition and the surroundings.

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1.3 Brief Event History___________________________________________________________ 

 
Nowadays automobile plays a prominent role not only in the daily life but also in sports activity. 
Motorsports Competition or Rally is now claimed as one of automobile competitions which is 
very popular in the world as there are many persons and agencies concerned in the 
competition including drivers, organisers, automobile manufacturers in order to develop car 
racing competition.  

 
In the Kingdom of Thailand, motor racing sport is known since the World War II when HRH 
Prince  Biraphongse Bhanubhandra incredibly captured titles three successive times. 

 
Since then rally activity in Thailand becomes more and more famous when there is the 1st 
Asian Highway Rally Championships in Thailand. 

 
 The Championships saw racers from Japan, Malaysia, Singapore and Thailand in action in the 
  competition. 
 
 With an aspiration to uplift rally standard and to promote tourism in the Kingdom of 
 Thailand, the Auto Racing Magazine Team decides to organise the 1st International Rally 

competition entitled International Rally of Thailand in 1989. 
 

The 1st International Race drew a dramatic success and a number of reknown overseas drivers 
in the competition like Japanese Kenjiro Shinozuka with Australian co-driver Fred Gocentus, 
Malaysian drivers ï Kan Chee Hong, Henry Yap co-driver Francis Lee along with Thai rising 
stars-Panus Kuansathaporn, Pornsawan Siriwatanakul, Surakij Kulkumthorn, Kitiphume 
Chaojaksiri etc. 

 
The major sport activity is incredibly and tremendously known in the country when the 
Federation Internationale de lôAutomobile : (FIA.) gives recognition and sanctions the 
International Rally of Thailand to be one of the main rallies in the Asia-Pacific region three 
years later. 

 
Since then, the International Rally of Thailand attracts a number of world famous  names in the 
sport such as Tommy Makkinen, Colin McRae, Richard Burns, Possum Bourne, Yoshio 
Fujimoto, Nobuhiro Tajima, Yasuhiro Kataoka, etc.

Reconnaissance may only be carried out using series production cars complying with Article 
14.3 of the FIA Regional Rally Regulations 2009. Tyres used in reconnaissance must be 
designed primarily for use on tarmac roads. All competitors must use either the tyres approved 
by the FIA, or may use an equivalent road tyre provided written approval is obtained from the 
organizers prior to the start of reconnaissance.

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For all competitors reconnaissance will be carried out fully in accordance with the the FIA 
Regional Rally Regulations with a maximum of 2 passes over each stage. 

Road Behaviour 
You are advised that reconnaissance is not practice. 
 
During Reconnaissance driver must follow the road rules, and should at all times be aware that 
the roads are open to other traffic users. You can expect to meet oncoming logging trucks, 
motorcycles at any time. 
 
Irresponsible behavior during this section of the event is the area of greatest concern to the 
Organisers. Please help us by ensuring that you drive courteously during Reconnaissance. 
 
We wish to remind you that strict penalties apply to irresponsible behavior during

Reconnaissance may be carries out in any road-registered vehicle, Advertising, underbody 
protection, safety equipment and internal navigational aids are permitted. 

 
Approved Tyres 
Tyres used in reconnaissance must be designed primarily for use on tarmac roads. 
They must not exceed a tread depth of 8.5 mm. Straight circumferential grooves may be no 
wider than 10 mm, all other grooves at any angle to the circumference may be no wider than 7 
mm. 
 
Competitors are permitted to use tyres remoulded on competition casings with tread patterns 
complying with the above.

All rally and support vehicles, tyres, parts and all components can be temporarily imported into 
Thailand without incurring customs import duty or sales tax under either ATA Carnet or Circuit 
Bond.  ATA Carnets are issued by the Chamber of Commerce in the exporting country.  Details 
for the export of vehicles should be available from your local Chamber of Commerce. 
 
All items that are not re-exported within the period detailed on the Carnet will be liable for the 
Customs duty and tax. Consumables such as fuel, oils and tyres are liable to applicable taxes. 
All values must be at the normal price in the country of export.  
 
The Thai Customs Department insist that the ATA Carnet should be completed in English and 
list each item individually, showing serial numbers, values, country of origin, quantities and the 
number of containers in which they are packed. All tyres imported must be listed as either 
ñnewò or ñusedò. 

 
International competitors intending to import rally and support vehicles and parts from 
countries without ATA Carnet facilities must provide the following documents for processing by 
the relevant authorities for exemption of import duties for temporary imports. The following 
documents must arrive at the authorized customs clearing agent / freight forwarder by Friday 
29 May 2009: 
i) Description of car registration number, brand/model, engine and chassis number. 
ii) Road registration log book. 
iii) Packing lists and invoices for car and parts. 
iv) Full shipping documents complete with insurance and invoice value.

The rally will conclude at the end of rally Parc Ferme in control at Pattaya Beach (Ba Li Hai 
Pier). After entering the Parc Ferme, competitors shall follow the officialsô directions to the 
finish ramp for the Ceremonial Finish. 
After clearing the finish ramp, crews shall return their car to the parc ferme as instructed by the 
officials. Selected cars will then be escorted under supervision from the Ceremonial Finish to 
Scrutineer area (Parc Ferme). 
 
For those vehicles required for post-event scrutiny, each crew shall nominate a driver to drive 
the car under the Organiserôs supervision from the end of rally parc ferme to post-event 
scrutiny. In the event that the car is not driveable, this shall be reported to the Clerk of the 
Course who will arrange transport by recovery vehicle. 
 

15.8 Traffic Rules 
Competitors must pay attention to Article 18 of the 2009 FIA Regional Rally Regulations. 
The police will be strictly observing behaviour of the drivers during reconnaissance and during 
the rally.

18.1  General Information  

THAILAND Geography________________________________________  
The country covers an area of 513,000 Sq. Km (198,000 square miles), stretching from 5 

to 21 degr ees north of the equator. It lies between the Indian Ocean and the South China 

Sea. It is bordered by Myanmar (Burma) to the west and north, Laos to the northeast, 

Cambodia to the east and Malaysia to the south.  
 

The kingdom has four very different regions . The North is mountainous. The Central Plains 

are a fertile rice bowl. The Northeast is an upland plateau. The South is a peninsula lined 

with stunning tropical beaches and enticing islands.  
Getting around is easy. All major places are connected by a good  modern dual -carriageway 

road network. Air - conditioned buses run regularly between towns and cities. Local buses 

are plentiful. The railway system connects Bangkok with all four  regions.  

 

Climate_____________________________________________________  
Thailan d has a tropical climate with three seasons: hot from February to May, rainy from 
June to October (but the downpours rarely last more than a couple of hours) and cool from 

November to January. Temperatures range from 35 Ғ Celsius in April to a pleasant 20 Ғ 

Celsius in December.  

 
People_____________________________________________________  
Thailand has a population of about 60 million. The majority are ethnic Thais, but 

historically the area has been a migratory crossroads, and you will find Mon, Khmer, 

Burmese, Lao, Malay, Indian and, especially, Chinese. Despite this diversity, the country 

has a great cultural and social harmony. Everyone speaks the same Thai language, even 
though there are subtle differences of dialect in the various regions and localities.  

 

Each region also has a unique identity, moulded by the landscape and people. The North is 

an area of forested mountains, populated by hill peoples and lowlanders. In the South, the 
beaches and islands contrast with rain forests and rubber plantations in the interior. The 

Malay -Muslim element in the population gives this region its special cultural flavour.  

 

Between North and South lies the Central Plains, the country's ricebowl and cradle of Thai 

civilisation. The Northea st has a tougher climate but has a rich culture from its long 
historical association with Laos and Cambodia to the east.  

 

History_____________________________________________________  
Archaeological discoveries around the northeast hamlet of Ban Chiang sugg est that the 
world's oldest Bronze Age civilisation was flourishing in Thailand some 5,600 years ago. By 

the early 1200s, Thais had established small northern city states in Lanna, Phayao and 

Sukhothai. In 1238, two Thai chieftains rebelled against Khmer s overeignty and 

established the first truly independent Thai kingdom in Sukhothai (literally, "Dawn of 

Happiness").  
 

Sukhothai saw the Thais' gradual expansion throughout the entire Chao Phraya River 

basin, the establishment of Theravada Buddhism as the par amount Thai religion, the 
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creation of the Thai alphabet and the first expression of nascent Thai art forms, including 

painting, sculpture, architecture and literature. Sukhothai declined during the 1300s.  

And it eventually became a vassal state of Ayutthay a, a dynamic young kingdom further 

south in the Chao Phraya River valley. Founded in 1350, Ayutthaya remained the Thai 

capital until 1767 when it was destroyed by Burmese invaders.  
During Ayutthaya's 417 years as the capital, under the rule of 33 kings, th e Thais brought 

their distinctive culture to full fruition, totally rid their lands of Khmer presence and 

fostered contact with Arabian, Indian, Chinese, Japanese and European powers. 

Ayutthaya's destruction was as severe a blow to the Thais as the loss of  Paris or London 
would have been to the French or English.  

 

However, a Thai revival occurred within a few months and the Burmese were expelled by 

King Taksin who later made Thon Buri his capital. In 1782, the first king of the present 
Chakri dynasty, Rama I, established his new capital on the site of a riverside hamlet called 

Bangkok (Village of Wild Plums).  

Two Chakri monarches, Mongkut (Rama IV) who reigned between 1851 and 1868, and his 

son Chulalongkorn (Rama V,1868 -1910) saved Thailand from western col onisation through 

adroit diplomacy and selective modernisation.  

 

Culture_____________________________________________________  
Thailand's world -renowned style of kick boxing or ñMuay Thaiò draws big crowds. Another 

local sport is takraw, which is played rat her like volleyball but with feet instead of hands, 

which requires some acrobatic skill. Kite - flying is a popular favourite. Festivals linked either 
to Buddhism or to the changing seasons, are celebrated with exuberance throughout the 

year.  

 

Language______ _____________________________________________  
Thais are very proud of their language. It is the carrier of the cultural and artistic heritage, 

and also a mark of Thailand's long -standing independence and sovereignty. There are 44 

consonants, 32 vowels and five tones in Thai pronunciation, and a script which has its 

origins in India. However, English is now quite widely understood, particularly in Bangkok 

where it is almost the major commercial  language.  
 

Administration_______________________________________ ________  
Today, Thailand is a constitutional monarchy. Since 1932, Thai kings including the present 

monarch, H.M. King Bhumibol Adulyadej have exercised their legislative powers through a 

national assembly, their executive powers through a cabinet headed b y a prime minister, 
and their judicial powers through the law courts.  

 

Religion____________________________________________________  
Over 90 percent of Thais follow Theravada Buddhism (a branch of Hinayana Buddhism), 

and Buddhism is the most powerful force in the nation's culture. In keeping with Buddhist 
teaching, we are a peace - loving nation. Muslims are the second -biggest religious group, 

but there are also Christians, Hindus and other faiths. Tolerance is total, and there is no 

history of religious confl ict.  
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Money Matters_______________________________________________  
The Thai baht is divided into 100 satangs. Paper currency includes a 1,000 (grey), 500 

(purple), 100 (red), 50 (blue), and 20 (green) baht note. Ten -baht coins are brass disks in 

a silver  ring, five -baht coins are silver with copper rims. Two -baht coins are silver and can 

be mistaken for five -baht coins; look carefully when being given change. One -baht coins 
are silver. The 50 and 25 satangs coins are brass. The baht is rated around 40 bah t/US 

$1.00. Newspapers list daily exchange rates. There is no currency black market. Most 

establishments accept credit cards and traveller cheques but not personal cheques. Money 

can be changed at banks, hotels, and several private money -changing shops who se rates 
are set by the government's Bank of Thailand. Rates in hotels are generally lower than in 

banks.  

 

Electricity ___________________________________________________  
Electrical outlets are rated at 220 volts, 50 cycles, and accept flat -pronged plugs.        
Since many do not accept three -pronged grounded plugs, it is best to bring an adaptor or 

purchase one in a Thai department store.  

 

TRAVELING  

Getting  There_______________________________________________  
Travelers can make their way into Thailand by plane, boat, or train. Most people enter 
Thailand by air, via Bangkok's modern Don Muang Airport and/or the newly opened 

Suvarnabhumi Airport. The airport has restaurants, an inoculation centre, banks, and 

shops. There are also international airports at Ch iang Mai, Phuket, Hat Yai, and Chiang Rai.  

 
Travelers are advised to use only authorized baggage handlers and taxis to get to town. In 

addition to the air - conditioned airport bus and limousine service, shared -seat mini -buses 

operate between the airport an d hotels. Taxi fares are quite reasonable, and rates between 

Don Muang and Bangkok are fixed.  
 

Entry by sea is likely to be via the Eastern Gulf of Thailand into Pattaya, the resort island 

off the southern tip of the country. Passenger ferries connect Ban gkok with Samui and 

Songkhla and hydrofoil service with Pattaya, Hua Hin, Chumphon, Samui, and Songkhla. 
Cruise passengers are expected to be transported in small craft for sightseeing excursions 

in Bangkok or for relaxing on Pattaya's beaches. Cunard Line , Cunard/NAC, Royal Cruise, 

and Royal Viking Line often schedule port calls in Pattaya.  

 

Getting Around_______________________________________________  
Local transportation in Thailand ranges from good to bad and can be tricky. There is 

excellent transport ation from Bangkok to other parts of the country via bus, train, or 

domestic plane service, and within the cities via taxi, three -wheeled motorised tuk - tuks, 

bicycle -powered samlors (rickshaws), or songthaews (pick -up trucks with benches for 

seats).  
 

Buse s operate regularly from the city to Pattaya (2 1/2 hours), and to the north, east, and 

south. There are three different bus terminals, so make sure you have the right one for 

your destination. Fares are very reasonable.  
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Trains in Thailand are well - run a nd usually on time, and they're an excellent way to see the 

lush landscape. Three classes of service are offered on lines that run to the north, 

northeast, east, and south. Fares are relatively reasonable, especially in second class.  

For local flights, Th ai Airways is one of the best carriers in Southeast Asia, offering 

frequent daily flights between the capital city and popular tourist areas.  
Rivers and klongs (canals) are a vital part of life in Thailand. Many picturesque klongs that 

once crisscrossed t he country have been sacrificed to modernisation, but plenty of 

interesting river trips are still available to visitors. In Bangkok, these trips embark mainly 

from the pier beside the Oriental Hotel, which operates the posh Oriental Queen riverboat 
on dail y trips to Ayuthaya and on dinner cruises every evening.  

 

Touring the klongs by hang yao (long - tailed motorised boats) is one of the highlights of 

anyone's stay, for you can view a lively panorama of typical Thai life and the daily floating 
markets. The p rice of a seat is only a few Baht per person, or you can charter your own by 

the hour. These craft are not especially seaworthy, so children should be safely guarded. 

Expect to be splashed.  

 

Water tours outside Bangkok are also popular but may be slightly  dangerous. The United 
States State Department advises that travelers do not venture unaccompanied along the 

waterways of the Golden Triangle area because bandits have been known to harass and 

rob tourists. It is also advisable to stay away from the Cambod ian border.  

 

Business Hours______________________________________________  
Most businesses, government offices and shops usually open from 08:30 hrs. to 16:30hrs., 

Monday through Friday and half days on Saturday. Many offices close for an hour or two at 

lunch time. Some shops and markets close at 21:00hrs.  

 

Visa_______________________________________________________  
Nationals from 56 countries can now stay in Thailand for up to 30 days without an entry 

visa, according to a new regulation adopted by the Immi gration Division in early February 

1995. For visitors from 76 other countries, visas valid for 15 days may be obtained on 
arrival at any of the four airports at Bangkok, Chiang Mai , Phuket and Hat Yai.  

 

Categories of visas in Thailand are : Transit, Visi tor Transit, Tourist, Non ïImmigrant and 

Non Quota Immigrant.  

A tourist who wants to overstay his visa must apply to the immigration Division of the 
Police Department with the following:  

The duplicate copy of his or her passport, one photograph and a medi cal certificate only in 

the case of being sick.  

 
Clothing____________________________________________________  
Thin cotton is the best. A jacket or pullover may be necessary in the cool season, 

especially when you are in mountainous areas in the North or N ortheast.  
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DRIVING IN THAILAND  
 

Overview ___________________________________________________  
Thailand has a good up - to -date network of well -maintained roads and highways between 

all main centres. Much of the north -south route is dual carriageway. Road signage follows 

international convention and usually are in Thai and English. Often the smaller roads, 

known as Sois, are in Thai only.  
Night driving is not recommended on the open road due to heavy truck traffic, which tends 

to have little respect for car s. Motor bikes can also be a hazard, particularly as they are 

often ridden into oncoming traffic. Driving on the most of the major routes outside 

Bangkok and around resort areas is both a safe and an enjoyable experience. A self -drive 
holiday offers the op portunity to experience wonderful Thai culture and the opportunity for 

travellers to stop as long as they like at the many points of interest in the Kingdom.   
Fuel Availability and Prices _____________________________________  
Most cars in Thailand use unle aded petrol, which is sold by the litre. While vans use diesel. 

Both fuels are freely available throughout Thailand and prices generally range between 
Baht 25. -  for diesel to Baht 26. -  per litre for octane 95 petrol. Fuel stations are plentiful 

and most of  the larger ones accept major international credit cards. In more remote 

locations cash will be required.  

 

Road Rules  _________________________________________________  
Thailand uses the left -hand system. The maximum speed limit in cities and towns is 60 

km/h (35 mp/h) and varies between 100 and 120 km/h (60 -72 mp/h) on expressways and 

country roads.  
Police regularly check motorists' speed. Wearing of seat belts is compulsory and drunk 

driving laws apply. All insurance is invalid if drivers exceed the legal  alcohol limit.   
 

Car Rental __________________________________________________  
While there are numerous car rental companies as well as comprehensive self drive holiday 
packages available it is worth noting that rentals from many of the smaller companies a re 

not covered by insurance and you will be liable for any damage to the vehicle regardless of 

who is at fault.  

 

Several Internationally recognized car rental companies either have offices in Thailand or 
have allocated agents here. While these companies ar e generally more expensive they do 

tend to offer better insurance coverage.  
 

DOôS AND DONôTS IN THAILAND 
 

DO  ensure you have adequate travel insurance and that it covers both medical treatment 

and unexpected losses/expenses/theft.  
 

DON'T  carry anything th rough customs for anyone else unless you know the contents. 

Penalties for drug trafficking are severe.  

 
DO  follow common sense health precautions and check with your local doctor on current 

vaccination recommendations for travelling within Thailand.  
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DO  t ake care of your valuables at all times and report any loss immediately to the nearest 

Tourist Police office.  

  

DON'T  buy gemstones or jewellery unless it is from a reputable dealer. Many sophisticated 

scams  have sprung up over recent years. Whether the to ut is dressed as a student, a 
monk or a policeman, identity card and all. Deal only with a registered gemstone dealer.  

  

DO  be careful with your passport. Be on guard against pickpockets or inadvertent loss.  

  
DON'T  overstay. Fines are imposed for each da y you stay in Thailand beyond the date of 

the visa expiry, currently Baht 200 per day.  

  

DO  be careful when driving in Thailand. Only use car hire companies which offer full 
insurance coverage.  

  

DO  dress in a manner fitting to local custom and sensibilit ies.  

  
DO  respect Thai customs. While Thais are generally forgiving towards visitors disrespect 
towards images of Buddha or the Royal Family will not be tolerated.

Pattaya is an old city situated on the eastern region of Thailand, It is about 150 kilometers 
from Bangkok. Its beach is approximately 15 kilometers long. Pattaya city is located in 
Chonburi Province which is called ñMuang Chonò for a short name. This eastern seaside 
province has been famous for tourism for a long time.  

It is an agricultural resource for cultivating economic crops, such as, sugarcane, cassava and para 
rubber as well as a site for Laem Chabang deep sea port and an important industrial estate. 
Historically, it appears by available evidence that Muang Chon was present in the Ayutthaya period. 
Originally, it was a small city consisting of many small towns namely Bangsai, Bangplasoi and 
Bangphra. Later on, in the reign of King Rama V, these towns were combined to be Chonburi 
Province. 
Pattaya is divided into 4 sections namely North Pattaya, Central Pattaya, South Pattaya and Jomtien 
Beach for convenient administration and organization in looking after tourists and residents for safety. 
In addition to the areas on the shore, Koh Lan, Koh Khrok and Koh Sak which are about 8 kilometers 
from the shore also include in the administrative district of Pattaya City. 1. North Pattaya (Naklua) At 
Naklua, there are still old wooden houses, narrow roads, traditional noodle shops and fishing boats

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existing. The old houses constructed over the creek are especially picturesque. North Pattaya has 
five-star hotels, shady trees and a calm atmosphere.  
 
When walking along a road, we can find plenty of shops selling local handicrafts but when 
approaching the Dolphin Roundabout which is a sign of the beginning of parallel Beach Road marking 
the boundary of North Pattaya, its surroundings look completely different from salt fields. A lot of 
hotels, bungalows and restaurants were constructed adjacent to Beach Road. Here, you can go for a 
walk under shady palm trees along a sidewalk which has just been constructed to the well-known two 
streets of Pattaya where hotels, shopping centers, clubs, bars and a tourist police office are situated 2. 
Central Pattaya The hotels here are not so grand whereas restaurants are smaller than other zones. 
Here you will find the beginning of Pattaya's bar-beers, or open-air bars. In addition, there are plenty 
of tailor shops, and many go-go bars.  
Pattaya police station, and the Immigration Office are also located here. There are many small lanes 
such as a postal service lane and mainly Soi Pattaya Land 1, 2 and 3. The tourist police office is 
situated on Beach Road near ñWalking Streetò of South Pattaya. Various lanes will lead you to Pattaya 
Second Road where bars, restaurants and two small diving apparatus shops are located. Here, there 
are also hotels and guesthouses offering reasonable prices for customers. 3. South Pattaya South 
Pattaya Road curves sharply off from Beach Road. This community zone is called ñWalking Streetò.   
 
With its recently constructed sidewalk, the street will lead tourists to a great number of little shops 
offering several services, shops selling clothes, sport requisites, ornaments and souvenirs. Here, there 
are also numerous bars as well as big seafood restaurants, Most of these restaurants are built out 
extending into the sea to increase an atmosphere for eating. At the beach, there are deck chairs and 
beach playthings available whereas at shopping centers, shops, restaurants, night entertainment 
places, they become lively at night time with stalls selling clothes, watches, ornaments, etc, along 
sidewalks. South Pattaya looks older and more busy than other zones of Pattaya.  

 
CHACHOENGSAO 

 

 

Chachoengsao or Paet Rio is located on the east of Bangkok. Its fertility is due to Bang 
Pakong River. It is an important venue for agricultural products in the Central Region, 
with mango as the most popular fruit of the province. Moreover, it is the location of the 
sacred Phra Phutthasothon Buddha image.  
Derived from Khmer, the name ñChachoengsaoò means ñdeep canalò, while the 

of ñPaet Rioò (Paet means eight and Rio means stripes) has been believed to have come from the way 
dried fish (which are abundant in the area) were being pierced into eight stripes.  
Chachoengsao is 82 kilometers from Bangkok, with the area of 5,351 square kilometers. The local 
administration is divided into 10 Amphoe (district) and 1 King Amphoe (sub-district), namely: Amphoe 
Muang, Bang Khla, Bang Nam Prieo, Bang Pakong, Ban Pho, Phanom Sarakham, Sanam Chai Khet, 
Plaeng Yao, Ratchasan, Tha Takiap, and King Amphoe Khlong

RAYONG city is located on the coastal edge of Rayong Province and is located 220km 

south east of Bangkok.   It is an area that is relatively unspoilt, but well known for its 
beaches, good food and fresh tropical fruit.   Star Plaza is located in the centre of Rayong. 

Thailandôs recorded history extends back to a bronze age about 5,600 years ago.   Since then the 
country has seen three distinct dynasties ï the Sukhotahi, Ayutthaya and the Chakri.   They have 
influence from the Khmer and Burmese cultures, but are very proud to have never been colonized by 
any European countries.   Until the middle of the 20th century, the country was known as Siam.   
It is the 18th International Rally of Thailand 2002 saw the introduction of the Kings Cup Trophy, and 
direct support from the royal family of Thailand.   In 2005 the event was run as a the first reserve 
round for the APRC.  however, Thailand held rounds of the APRC in Rayong province and saw many 
of the worlds best rally drivers competing, including Colin McRae, Richard Burns, Tommi Makinen and 
Kenneth Eriksson.
